The Greek word Epiphany (επιφάνεια), means appearance or manifestation.       
Multiple  revelations of Jesus as God are celebrated on this Feast of the Epiphany. In 
the Western Church, the Feast of the Epiphany celebrates Jesus’ first appearance to 
the Gentiles, represented by the Magi, while in the Eastern Church, the Epiphany 
event is celebrated in the commemoration of the Baptism of Christ when the Father 
and the Holy Spirit gave combined testimony to Jesus’ identity as Son of God. Later, 
in the synagogue at Nazareth, Jesus revealed Himself as the promised Messiah, and 
at Cana Jesus revealed His Divinity by transforming water into wine. The Church   
celebrates all these epiphany events on this Feast of Epiphany.

A survey was made among school children asking them why they enjoyed reading Harry 
Potter novels and watching Harry Potter movies. The most common answer was, 
“Because you never know what’s going to happen next!” This same sense of suspense and 
surprise prompted us to watch the seven episodes of the Star War movies. The same de-
sire for epiphany with the thrill of suspense and joyful anticipation prompted adults to 
watch James Bond films and encouraged the great explorers like Marco Polo and Christo-
pher Columbus to make risky and adventurous journeys. It is the same curiosity which led 
the Magi to follow the star of Bethlehem. An element of suspense marked every moment 
in the journey of the Magi, who never knew what road the Spirit of God was going to take 
them down next. Today’s readings invite us to have the same curiosity explorers and mov-
ie fans have, so that we may discover the “epiphany,” or manifestation, or Self-revelation, 
of our God in every person and every event, everywhere.
